Ages 12-17: $100 gift certificate to Hyatt’s Art Supply prize

Ages 18-adult: $100 gift certificate to Hyatt’s Art Supply prize

Drawing entries should be no larger than 11” x 17” and must be received at the Downtown Library no later than October 4th to be
considered by the expert panel of

judges, who will determine winners based on precision, style and originality. There is no charge to participate.

Submissions must include:

artist’s name,
artist’s age,
contact information,
title or description of each artwork.
